Culture, Tourism and Civil Aviation.
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(e) "Rafting Entrepreneur® means the company am fi
established pursuant to prevailing law for condwgtiafting

business.

(N  "Rafting Team" means the rafting team compigsione or

more than one members.

(9 "River Guide" means the person holding/getting license

pursuant to Rule 12 for helping the rafting teamaifting.

(h) "Permit" means the permission letter givemwtwk as a river

guide pursuant to Rule 12.

Chapter — 2
Provisions Related to Licensing

Rafting Business has been Restricted without Lémse: Nobody

has been allowed to conduct rafting business withgetting

license.

(4) Only because of the cancellation of the Isgepursuant
to Sub-rule(1), such entrepreneur shall not be dfeleabilities of

these rules.

Provisions related to safety: (1) Rafting entrepreneurs shall

provide the safety goods like safety jacket, |delet, helmet etc.

to the tourists and Nepali workers involving in tiafing.

(2) If any person going for rafting has been infu@ died
because of not providing of the safety goods pursua Sub-
rule(1), the concerned rafting entrepreneur shayl e following

compensation to such person :

The Amount to be paid (provided): (1) If an application given

to the Ministry by any river guide or worker to phgck the due
remuneration of his/her work from the rafting epteneur has
found true on the inquiry made on such applicatithen the
Ministry may pay the amount to the applicant frohe tbank
guarantee given by the rafting entrepreneur innbame of the

Ministry.

(2) The amount paid pursuant to Sub-rule (1) Isbal
reimbursed as a bank guarantee by the rafting getneur within

thirty five days.

(3) If the bank guarantee given by a rafting @mteneur has
not been sufficient to pay the amount pursuanhéoSub-rule (1),
then the Ministry may give an order to submit saafount to the
concerned rafting entrepreneur & if such an ordes been made
then it shall be the duty of the concerned rafemgre preneur to

submit such amount.
